Military New Injury Center Of the roughly 20,000
Soldiersinjured since the start of the Iraq war, more than 500
have lost alimb - many of them in roadside bombings. A
$50 million high-tech rehabilitation center opensthat is
designed to serve the growing number of Soldiers who return
from war as amputees or with severe burns. The 60,000-
square-foot Center includes a rock- climbing wall, wave pool
and a 360-degree virtual reality sphereto help Soldiers
recover their balance and other basic skills. Prior to the Irag
war, amputees were generally given acute care by the
military and then turned over the Department of Veterans
Affairs, but since 2003, the military has kept those patients
and made rehabilitation part of its mission. Amputee rehab
programs are now being run at Brooke, Walter Reed Medical
Center and Bethesda Naval Medical Center. Because the
new Center for the Intrepid offers high-tech equipment and
better facilities for severely injured Soldiers, it should
become a magnet for advanced amputee rehabilitation.
Please note the American peopledonated the money!

DISABLED RETIREE BACK TAX UPDATE Most
VA disability claimsfiled by military retirees are resolved in
lessthan ayear. But lost paperwork, administrative errors,
and appeal s of rejected claims delay thousands of disability
awards for yearson end. The VA disability award is
retroactive to the date of the application -- making some
portion of past military retired pay tax-free. But to get a
refund of back taxes paid, disabled retirees must file an
amended tax return for each applicable year. That's when
retirees run into amajor problem: the IRS Code barsfiling
amended returns beyond the last three tax years. Asaresult,
VA administrative glitches and insensitive tax laws cost
these disabled retirees thousands of dollars through no fault
of their own_The " Disabled Veterans Tax Fairness Act of
2007" (S. 326) would allow disabled veterans whose
disability claims have been pending for more than 3 yearsto
receive refunds on previous taxes paid for up to five years-
the length of time the IRS keeps these records.
Communicate your support of this bill to your legislators.

VA VISION CARE: The VA announced in JAN 07
that more than amillion visually impaired veterans will
receive enhanced health care services from the Department
of Veterans Affairs (VA) under areorganization of VA's
vision rehabilitation services. VA will make approximately
$40 million available during the next three years to establish
a comprehensive nationwide rehabilitation system for
veterans and active duty personnel with visual impairments.
The system will enhance inpatient services and expand
outpatient services throughout the 1,400 locations where VA
provides health care. Under the reorganization plan, each of
VA’s 21 regional networks—called Veterans Integrated
Service Networks, or VISNs—will implement aplan to
provide eye care to veterans with visual impairments ranging
from 20/70 to total blindness. Basic low-vision services will

be available at all VA eye clinics, and every network will
offer intermediate and advanced |ow-vision services,
including a full spectrum of optical devices and electronic
visual aids. VA’s 10 existing inpatient blind rehabilitation
centers will continue to provide the Department’s most
intensive eye care programs, but each VISN now will also
provide outpatient-based blind rehabilitation care. VA
estimates there are more than 1 million visually impaired
veterans over the age of 45 in the United States. Within
this group, approximately 157,000 are legally blind, and
1,026,000 have low vision. About 80% of all visually
impaired veterans have a progressive disability caused by
age-related macular degeneration, glaucoma, or diabetic
retinopathy.
